DIRECTIONS FROM I-5
•    At exit 133 (City Center Exit) turn RIGHT onto the ramp toward I-705/ City Center.

•    Keep LEFT to stay on ramp toward I-705/ City Center.

•    Turn LEFT onto ramp toward A Street/ City Center.

•    Keep LEFT to stay on ramp toward S. 15th St./Pacific Ave.

•    Follow S. 15th Street two blocks, the GTCTC will be on your left at 1500 Broadway.

•    To access on site parking,  continue up S. 15th Street and turn LEFT on Market Street.

•    Turn LEFT on S. 17th Street to access Lots  B, D & E.  Parking in Lot A is reserved for family and guests 	
      requiring ADA parking.

Due to the large number of attendees anticipated it is strongly suggested that public transportation 
be utilized for this event. An alternative suggestion is to park at Tacoma Dome Station located at 
610 Puyallup Ave. and ride Tacoma’s Light Link Rail Service which stops at the corner of 15th and 
Commerce Street near the convention center.
